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he many demands of our ministry can sometimes distract us from the
essential purpose of our consecrated life: Love God and Serve humanity.
As consecrated persons, our primary purpose is not merely to accomplish tasks
but to love God wholeheartedly and to serve His people generously. Jesus reminds
us that the greatest commandment is to love the Lord with all our heart, soul, mind,
and strength, and to love our neighbour as ourselves (Mt 22:37-39). Every
apostolic work finds its meaning and value in this twofold commandment of love.
Saint Kuriakose Elias Chavara embodied this Gospel ideal by uniting deep
communion with God and selfless service to humanity. He taught that authentic
love of God must bear fruit in compassionate concern for others, especially
through education, charity, and the building of loving communities. The Church
likewise teaches that consecrated life is a sign of God's love in the world, calling
religious to be witnesses of communion with God and instruments of His mercy
among His people. Therefore, whatever our responsibilities may be, let us
continually return to the heart of our vocation: to love God above all things and to
make that love visible through joyful and generous service to humanity.
In order to promote effectiveness in our ministry, there is a genuine need for
teamwork in our religious houses. When we work together in a spirit of mutual
respect, trust, and fraternity, our apostolic efforts become more
fruitful and our witness more credible. St. Kuriakose Elias
Chavara emphasized the importance of unity, communion, and
shared responsibility within the religious community,
recognizing that the mission flourishes where there is genuine
sharing. Therefore, fostering collaboration, open
communication, and mutual support within our communities is
not only a practical necessity but also an essential expression of
our consecrated vocation.
